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No effort is made to weed out the weak and
support the strong so it is correct to say that
“polices designed to increase the total number
of new businesses disproportionately attract
the worst entrepreneurs”. We build aspirations
that cannot be met and so the regional
incentives go to waste when they could help
businesses that have passed the ‘b year test’
or researched and developed a really new
‘high risk’ idea.

John Elliott, EBAC: Unfortunately | agree
completely with his theory. When | was
involved with enterprise agencies and Business
Link | came to the conclusion that they were
very ineffective, but better than nothing. At
that time County Durham Business Link had
a budget of £3 million and | reckoned a better
solution would be to invest say £1 million in
selected companies (picking winners another
sacred cow slain) and get some successful
person, assuming the company would

benefit, to take a stake.

| reckon this would have done more, for

less money but it's not possible because of
European rules and organisations spinning
information that makes it look like its
succeeding. One North East has good staff
and a lot of money but its hands are tied. It
should identify winners, with potential and
invest whatever is needed without reference
to maximums for jobs created or investments
made. These arbitrary investments are not
sufficient to make a real difference.

David Johnson, Venture to Think: This
type of argument has been put forward for
years and strikes me as a polarisation of the
issues to stimulate debate. Should we create
thousands of new businesses in the hope
that a few will be aspirational enough to trade
outside of the region, generate hundreds of
jobs and boost the economy, or do we seek
to pick winners and throw resource at them
to support their growth.

There is an element of truth in what
Professor Shane says, but even on his own
figures if we can create 22,000 businesses
with a turnover of $100,000 we will have
boosted the local economy by £22m per
year, reduced state payments as many of
the people who create these businesses will
have been on state aid of some form, and
added further to the creation of an culture
that stimulates enterprise with potential
benefits in other areas such as educational
achievement, career success etc all of which
leads to the creation of social wealth.

€€ The

Venture to Think are currently leading a
number of projects outside of the North East
(sadly) whereby we are assessing the impact
of many of these enterprise initiatives at the
cultural level. Over the past few months we
have profiled over 10,000 people and are
tracking the impact of a whole range of
initiatives over a period of years. For example
initiatives targeting school kids and students
won't always lead them to create businesses,
but if they lead to increased awareness, self-
confidence and develop skills that can be
transferred to other aspects of their lives
there may be massive benefit to be gained,
but we may not see it for a number of years!

Professor Shane also asks the question—is
this an economic policy or a social growth
policy as if the two are separate. A successful
RDA policy would seek to facilitate the links
between the two.
